	Desirable Knowledge
	· The Hindu Mandir is a special place for Hindus
· The Mandir is a temple 
· Hindus go there to worship and treat it as a special place by the way they dress and behave there
· Hindus worship there using their five senses: sight, sound, touch, taste and smell
· The Mandir has images of God there which are called murtis 
· The murtis help Hindus worship
· Hindus may also have a small shrine at home for worship

	· Advent is a time of waiting.
· Advent is a time of contemplation for Christians in the lead up to Christmas. 
· The different events in the weeks preceding Christmas as part of the Nativity. 
· The different symbols of Christmas from some Christian denominations, such as wreaths, trees, christingles.
· The feast of Epiphany takes place in January and is traditionally viewed as the day the Magi arrived at the stable (briefly).- links to prior knowledge from Year 1.

	· There is an important story for Hindus that seek to understand the battle of good and evil. 
· Vishnu is an important Hindu god that represents goodness.
· Holi is a special festival for Hindus that celebrates Vishnu. 
· Many people of Hindu traditions create shrines in their homes. 

	· The Easter story has different parts and happened over a period of time.
· When Jesus entered Jerusalem he was welcomed with palm leaves.

	· Food is a special part of many religions during their festivals or holy times. 
· Christians remember the Last Supper by eating blessed bread and wine. Some Christians complete this ritual every Sunday, where as others participate on holy days or special occasions. This is called Holy Communion. 
· The first time a Christian participates in Holy Communion is a very special celebration and is called their “First Holy Communion.” Some Christians do this at age 8, others as adults. 
· During festivals and other holy days, Hindus offer food to their gods as an act of worship, then they eat it together. This is called prasada (also Prasad, prasadam).
· It is often vegetarian food. Prasada is central to the practice of puja ( a worship ritual).

	· God is important to Christians.
· God has a great deal of significance to Christians as the creator, life-giver, protector. 
· In Hindu traditions, the incarnations (all of the gods and goddesses) are important as they represent different aspects of life- protection, life, death, hope etc.

	Desirable Knowledge
	
	· There were angels in the Nativity and they played an important part.
· Christians believe that angels help guide their lives and bring them closer to God. 
· Christians believe that angels were a necessary part of the Nativity.
· Angels took part in two parts of the Nativity- First to tell Mary that she would bear the earthly son of God, second to celebrate Jesus’ birth and encourage the shepherds to visit.

	· That Jewish and Christian traditions originated together, then divided at the end of the Old Testament/the Torah (Jews do not believe that Jesus was the promised saviour).
· Authority is part of our everyday life, as are laws.
· Jewish people follow laws of their country, but also laws that were commanded by God.
· The most important laws are the 10 commandments.
· Authority can be either good or bad.

	· They will review the entire story of Easter in greater detail than previous years.
· The day Jesus entered Jerusalem was known as Palm Sunday.
· The night Jesus was arrested, he had one final supper with his disciples, known as the Last Supper. 
· A famous artist known as Leonardo Da Vinci created a famous painting of the Last Supper.
· There were many emotions during the Last Supper. 
· After supper, Jesus went to pray in the Garden of Gethsemane and was arrested there after Judas betrayed him. 
· Jesus was sentenced to death, crucified and was resurrected three days  later.
· There are many emotions entwined within the Easter story.  

	
· Churches and cathedrals  are sacred places for Christians. These don’t always have to be built specifically in churches. Some Christians congregate in cinemas or conference rooms. 
· Synagogues are sacred places for Jews.
· Madirs are sacred places for Hindus.
· Each of these sacred places have key artefacts, rules and holy teachings. Even within the religions, there are differences, e.g. Catholic churches tend to have Jesus presented on the cross, whereas CofE churches tend to have empty crosses (but not always!).
· Sacred means “touched by a deity.”

	· Belonging is an important human experience.
· Some people of Jewish traditions celebrate Shabbat- this varies within the Jewish community as to how and when they celebrate.
· Shabbat is the Jewish Day of Rest. It starts form sunset on Friday and ends at sunset on Saturday. During this time, no work is permitted except in specific circumstances (e.g. saving a life).

	Desirable Knowledge
	· Christians believe that everyone within the community are your neighbours. 
· Christians believe in helping others.
· Jesus taught others about being good to others through the parable of the Good Samaritan.

	· Hannukah is a Jewish celebration that takes place in November/December for 8 days and nights.
· Hannukah is the celebration of lights that celebrates the Jewish recovery of Jerusalem.
· A symbol is a representation of a specific thought, feeling, event, story or celebration that is important to people, sometimes a specific religion. 

	· A ritual is a religious or solemn ceremony with a set series of actions
· Many Christians who are Catholic will use a rosary to help them count prayers in a certain order
· Christians will learn and recite the Lord’s Prayer in the same way each time as part of their prayer ritual
· A religious Jew will put a Mezuzah on the doorpost of their house
· Upon entering the house, someone Jewish will touch the  Mezuzah and then kiss the hand that touched it 
· The Mezuzah contains a copy of the Shema prayer

	· Passover is an ancient Jewish Tradition for Jewish people.
· It comes from the story of the Jewish slaves being saved from slavery by Moses. 
· Passover meals are known as Seder meals with special items used. 
· Christians also acknowledge Passover as an important day of their religious calendar. 

	· There are many symbols in Christianity. 
· Symbols are used to represent a key value, or a key lesson or as a reminder of God’s love. 
· Stones have many representations in Christianity- the stone in front of Jesus’ tomb, stone used for headstones on the passing of a loved one.
· Stones can also be considered a metaphor for strength- St Peter was called the rock, because he had the strength to begin the Christian church following Jesus’ ascension. 

	· God is described in many different ways by many different people.
· God is the most important part of Christianity and of a Christian’s identity.
· Though not specifically taught, links could be made to the deities of Hindu traditions and God in Jewish traditions. If some children are Muslim, then also include Allah. 
· Personal belief is a choice

	· Shahada is a declaration of belief in the faith of Allah.
· Salat is a form of Muslim prayer, usually on a prayer mat.

	· There are different interpretations of the same stories.
· In the Christian Bible there are 4 gospels (Stories from Jesus’ life told by four of his closest disciples).
· There are two versions of Jesus’ birth with some differences.

	· The Golden Rule is present in many world religions and within many non-religions.
· The Golden Rule is “treat others as you wish to be treated”, but may be worded differently in various texts.
· Jesus gave this rules to the people in The Sermon on the Mount.

	· The Christian story spans thousands of years from Adam and Eve up until Jesus’ death and resurrection.
· The Bible teaches Christians about how to live and how to find salvation.

	Churches and cathedrals are sacred places for Christians. These don’t always have to be built specifically in churches. Some Christians congregate in cinemas or conference rooms. · Synagogues are sacred places for Jews. · Mosques are sacred for Muslims. · Each of these sacred places have key artefacts, rules and holy teachings. Even within the religions, there are differences, e.g. Catholic churches tend to have Jesus presented on the cross, whereas CofE churches tend to have empty crosses (but not always!).
	· Umma or Ummah is a term that refers to the entire Muslim community, worldwide.
· Hajj is an opportunity for all Muslims to go on a pilgrimage to Makkah (the centre of Islam). Muslims are obliged to go once in their lifetime in order to renew their faith and relationship to Allah.
· Zakkat is a form of giving to charity. It is a religious obligation to give to one’s community.
· Each of these traditions bind Muslim communities together in faith.

	Desirable Knowledge
	· Shahada is a declaration of belief in the faith of Allah.
· Salat is a form of Muslim prayer, usually on a prayer mat. 
· Both of these promote feelings of belonging within the Islamic faith. 
· The Qur’an was revealed to the Prophet.
· Sawm is the fasting during Ramadan. 

	· Incarnation means a person who embodies a deity, spirit or quality. 
· Jesus was the incarnation of God. 
· Incarnation is important to Christians as this was the story of God come to earth to teach stories of morality and to was away our sins (prior learning link to Easter). 
· Note: Christians do not believe that there will be another incarnation of God. Jews believe that the incarnation of God is yet to come. 

	· Rituals are special and meaningful actions performed within a religion, whereas routines are everyday actions.
· Wudu is a sacred ritual within Muslim traditions to ensure a Muslim is both physically and spiritually clean.

	· Jesus was resurrected to prove the power of God. 
· The empty cross is a symbol of Jesus’ resurrection and of the hope of new life he brought. 

	
· Wesak is an important celebration for Buddhist communities. 
· Wesak celebrates the birth, life and death of Buddha. 
· It is observed by meditation, observing the 8 precepts, partaking of vegetarian food, giving to charity and “bathing” the Buddha. 
· Pupils will learn about enlightenment and how this is the ultimate spiritual goal for a Buddhist. 
· That giving back to someone’s community one part of achieving enlightenment. 
· Pupils will understand that community is important for religious people. 

	· Humanists do not believe in a god or deity or afterlife, but they do believe that whatever we do in this life will have ramifications for those who live on.
· When we die, our atoms are reabsorbed into the earth, thus sustaining life. 
· Our genes will live on through children, or grandchildren (if we choose to have them)
· Our actions and ideas can live on in the memory of others.
· Our works and contributions may live on after we die.
