In Reading we are focusing on the skills of reading, but we will be reading stories related to the above books during our daily story time, and discussing our thoughts, feelings and opinions.   

	
	In Maths, we will continue to develop our Arithmetic skills.
We will also develop our skills and knowledge in:

· Number and Place Value
Learning to count to 30, order numbers, say the value of each digit in a 2-digit number, say what is 1 more and 1 less than a given number

· Addition and Subtraction
Using objects, mathematical resources, and using known number facts.
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
